WHEREAS the Council is charged with the responsibility in India to
dertake, aid, promote and coordinate agricultural, research and its application in
tice, students and staff exchange between the UNITECH and Agricultural
ttutions in India; to act as a clearing house of information, in regard to
yticulture and Agricultural research and related matters generally and to do all
r things as it may consider necessary, incidental and conductive to the
ainment of these objectives;




AND WHEREAS the UNITECH undertakes, students and staff exchange,
otes and coordinates research and its application in practice in many areas of

iculture and agriculture;

The purpose this Memorandum of Understanding is to foster closer ties
veen the two organizations in their common objectives of promoting and
elerating the progress and cooperation in horticulture, agricultural research and
elopment, students and staff exchange between UNITECH and Institutions of

The Parties agree to cooperate in the following spheres:

a. Development and implementation of joint research projects, the
scope and methodology of which will be confirmed, upon
compliance with the provisions made in the Memorandum;

. Exchange of research equipment and its joint usage within the

framework of programs of general interest;
. Exchange of scientific and technical staff members through

internships and grading courses, as well as making contacts with
scientific and technological departments of Parties’ organizations:

_ Research works, information and methodology exchange;

. Exchange of technologies for upgradation of extension centres,
demonstration sites in both the countries.

ARTICLE I

OBJECTIVES OF THE INDIAN COUNCIL OF AGRICULTURAL
RESEARCH,;

(1) To plan, undertake, aid, promote and co-ordinate education,
research, and its application in horticulture, agriculture, rice research,
agroforestry, animal husbandry, fisheries, home science and allied
sciences.

(i) To act as a clearing house of research and general information
relating to horticulture, agriculture, rice research, animal husbandry, home
science, allied science and fisheries through its publications and
information system, and by instituting and promoting transfer of technology

programs.

(i) To provide, undertake and promote consultancy services in the
fields of education, research, training and dissemination of information in




horticulture, agriculture, rice research, agroforestry, animal husbandry,
fisheries, home science and allied sciences.

(iv) To look into the problems relating to broader areas of rural
development concerning horticulture, agriculture, rice research, including
post — harvest technology by developing cooperative programs with other
organizations and the Universities.

(v)  To promote visits by scientists/experts and exchange of documents
and scientific information between the two organizations.

(viy To provide scholarships for UNITECH students to pursue their
higher degree and research in institutions of ICAR.

(vii)  Exchange of research equipment’s and its joint usage within the
framework of programs of general interest.

ARTICLE Il

OBJECTIVES OF THE PAPUA NEW GUINEA UNIVERSITY OF
TECHNOLOGY

(1) Making provision for imparting education in agriculture and allied
sciences and humanities.

(ii) Furthering the advancement of learning and prosecution of
research in agriculture and other allied sciences.

(i)  Undertaking the extension, through appropriate  media, of
agriculture and other allied sciences especially in rice research.

(iv)  Making provision for the study of basic sciences and humanities,
with a view to supporting other professional studies and thereby
integrating such studies in the University curricula.

(V) Undertaking the integration of teaching, research and extension
training with a view to promoting the productivity of agriculture.

(vi)  Conferring such degree, diplomas, certificates and other academic
distinctions as the University may deem fir.

(vii) Exchange of staff and students and training of scientists for
education and research of mutual interest information in horticulture,




agriculture, rice research, agroforestry, animal husbandry, fisheries,
home science and allied sciences.

(viii) Collaborative research programs, seminars and workshops
identified and agreed amongst ICAR and UNITECH.

ARTICLE i
UBLICATIONS AND INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS;

ch party will ensure appropriate protection of intellectual property rights
nerated from cooperation pursuant to MOU, consistent with their respective
s, rules and regulations and international agreements to which both parties
d signatories.

y publication, document and/or paper arising out of joint work conducted by
participants pursuant to this MoU will be jointly owned. The use of the name,
0 and/or official emblem of the participants on any publication, document
for paper will require prior permission of both the participants. It may
ever be ensured that the official emblem and logo is not misused.

eral clauses:

Each Party will ensure appropriate protection of Intellectual Property
ghts generated from cooperation pursuant to this MoU, consistent with their
. fespective laws, rules and regulations and international agreements to which
~ both parties are committed.

In case research is carried out solely and separately by one Party or
e research results are obtained through the sole and separate effort of one
rty, the Party concerned alone will apply for grant of IPR and once
Jranted, the IPR will be solely owned by the concerned Party.

In case of research results obtained through joint activities, the grant of
tellectual property  rights will be sought by both Parties jointly and once
anted these rights will be jointly owned by the Parties.

The Parties shall not assign any rights and obligations arising out of
le IPR generated to  inventions/activities carried out under the MoU to any
rd party without the consent of the other Party.




Commercialization:

In case of research results obtained through joint activities under this
MoU both the Council and the Corporation will apply as co-applicants for
the protection of intellectual property rights subject to exclusive rights of
both the parties to commercialize the technology in their respective
counties. Commercialization in any other country shall be done jointly
through a separate agreement.

Publication:

Any publication, document and/or paper arising out of joint work
conducted by the Parties pursuant to this MoU will be jointly owned. The
use of the name, logo and/or official emblem of the Parties on any
publication, document and/or paper will require prior permission of both
the Parties. It may however be ensured that the official emblem and logo
is not misused.

Confidential Information:

(i) All information and documents to be exchanged pursuant to this
Memorandum of Understanding will be kept confidential by the Parties and
will be used subject to such terms as each Party may specify. A Party will
not use the information for purposes other than that specified without the
prior written consent of the other Party.

(i) All Confidential Information shall remain the exclusive property of the
disclosing Party. The Parties agree that the disclosure of the Confidential
Information do not grant or imply any license, interest or right to the
Recipient in respect to any intellectual property right of the other Party.

(iii) Unpublished information, whether oral, in writing or otherwise,
discovered or conceived by the scientists or technicians and exchanged
under the provisions of this MoU will not be transmitted to a third party,
unless otherwise agreed by the Parties.

ARTICLE IV
AMENDMENTS

The parties to this MoU may, by mutual consent, add, modify, amend or
delete any words, phrases, sentences or articles in this MoU. All
modifications to this MoU must be in writing and signed by both Parties.




ARTICLES V

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS

Each institution will be responsible for sourcing the funds to support its
involvement in the cooperative activities under the projects contemplated
under this MoU, and all activities will be dependent upon the budgetary
appropriations of the Parties.

ARTICLE VI
NON - BINDING NATURE

This MoU is not, in any way, binding on either Party, It serves only as a

record of the Parties’ intention to identify areas of joint interest and
possible cooperation between them. The Parties shall negotiate
agreements or those projects which they mutually decide to pursue.

ARTICLE VII
VALIDITY/TERMINATION

The MoU shall come into force on the day of its final signing and remain
in force for a period of five (5) years, unless either Party serves notice to
the other of its intention to terminate it, in which event, the MoU shall be
terminated at the end of three calendar months from the date of issue of
such notice. The termination of this MoU shall not affect the validity or
duration of specific collaborative programs already being undertaken
thereunder, unless decided otherwise by the Parties by mutual consent.

ARTICLE Vil
